Validating the gbwrk.conf

After the gbwrk.conf file is edited, you should check the file for validity. This can also be used to verify macros and inheritance templates. As
Administrator (or sudo), run the gbconfigfile command on the gbwrk.conf file. Depending on your OS, that will mean running one of these:
